= | will make sure that equipment and facilities are safe and match the athlete's ages and ability.

= | will remember that children need a coach they can respect. | will be generous with praise and
set a good example.

= | will obtain proper training and continue to upgrade my coaching skills.

= | will observe the rules of the BC Hockey such as the Zero Tolerance to alcohol and banned
substances.

= | know that if | break this Fair Play Code, | will be subject to governing bodies’ disciplinary
procedures.
